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Recipe for Writing Almost Anything

Your writing should include:
· An introduction, body, and conclusion—a beginning, middle and end.

· A thesis—what’s your point?  Includes a subject and an opinion.  (Columbus Day should not be celebrated.)

· Some CM—commentary—OPINIONS—what do you think?

· Support of your CM with CDs—concrete details—FACTS—why do you think this?

In general:
Make your introduction interesting—attention grabbing—state your thesis early on!  

Don’t say, “In conclusion,” Conclude by summing things up—reflecting, be personal, make predictions—give a finished feeling to your writing.

Say what you mean.  Mean what you say.  Write about what you know.
