

         The Amazing Conclusion Format

Avoid 2nd person (you/your) always and 1st person (I, we, us) unless the essay is about you. 

Your Conclusion:

How do you leave the reader with a satisfied, fresh feel? 

Here’s an example from Bill Gates:

His thesis: 

Computers are the most incredible tool we can use to feed our curiosity and inventiveness — to help us solve problems that even the smartest people couldn’t solve on their own.”  

The last two sentences of his conclusion: 

I’m excited by the possibilities I see for medicine, for education and, of course, for technology. And I believe that through our natural inventiveness, creativity and willingness to solve tough problems, we’re going to make some amazing achievements in all these areas in my lifetime.
Sent. 1- Restate your thesis- Write your thesis again in different words to remind the reader of your main point….

Sent. 2- Remind the reader of your supporting points- In reverse order from the body of your essay, restate and remind your reader of your main supporting points…

Sent. 3- Remind the reader of your supporting points- 

Sent 4- Remind the reader of your supporting points …

Sent 5- Leave the reader feeling good- Leave the reader with a bit of wisdom, a call to action, anything that leaves the reader with a positive final impression of your essay.
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
