

         The Amazing Introduction Format

Avoid 2nd person (you/your) always and 1st person (I, we, us) unless the essay is about you. 

Sent. 1- Hook- Get the reader’s attention! Use a quote, pose a question, tell a joke…but spark some interest in your topic/ thesis.

Sent. 2- Give a little background- give your reader some background on your topic so they understand what’s going on…

Sent. 3- Main point- write one of your main points and examples you would use to illustrate your point…

Sent 4- Main point- write one of your main points and examples you would use to illustrate your point…

Sent 5- Main point- write one of your main points and examples you would use to illustrate your point…

Sent 6- Thesis Statement- Write your thesis statement here. This should be a nice transition into your first body paragraph…
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
