1. Rephrased clear, coherent definition of the term in your own words,
2. 2 examples you have researched from literature,
3. A visual to help us remember and understand the term (not the example),
4. Works Cited entries for any sources you used to define or locate examples (on the back of the sheet).
Other details:
· Make it big enough to be seen from a distance (fill the page).
· Place term on a sheet of paper (8 ½ X 11).
· Use MLA format for Works Cited entries.
· Put your name and Works Cited on the back of the page.
· Hand in your term at the beginning of class on ___________.
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
